L AY O U T  
Garden Level:  The garden level makes for a comfortable family living area.  From the top of the tall 
ceilings to hard-wood floor, the inviting front room glows with sunlight.  The garden is lined with 
flower beds and petite trees; it is perfect for cozy Sunday brunches.  As a single-family home, you could 
create a country kitchen and dining area with a sliding glass door to lead out to the garden.  The current 
three-story extension has a dramatic double-height ceiling between the rear garden and parlour floors. 
Architectural plans calls for the current extension to be doubled in width. 
 
Parlour Floor: Owner’s Entertaining Level 
Up the stoop you are greeted with very high ceilings and you immediately notice that this is a gem.  All 
walls and beams have been exposed, creating a perfect blank canvas for the right owner to create 
whatever one wishes.  
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Third Floor: Owner’s Bedroom Level  
At the top of the stairs is the door to the impressive master bedroom level. The low-lying houses along 
this quiet, Upper West Side block allow sunlight to pour into the front-rooms.

The mechanicals are housed here. This level has been dug down an extra three feet, creating nine foot 
tall ceilings  It is large, open area that could be turned into an additional family or play room.
